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#15 FINAL Breaking down the old Chains

After 15 weeks the Anchor series concludes this week. So | am curious; often
sermons have been described to being similar to meals, nourishing, but the
specifics hard to remember.

So my question for you is after having consumed almost 4 hours of the Anchor
series is there one point, image or distraction even that you remember?

Our growth in faith is grounded in being able to have an Action / Reflection
model. A bit like our “Grow and Learn” approach to worship. Part of your Action
/ Reflection may occur during your prayer times, at worship or journaling.
Whatever the case it is important to reinforce our learning by naming our
insights.

2020 has challenged us all in many ways, which will be wasted if we cannot
identify what has kept us going? That question could be expanded to include
“What has kept you going throughout your life?”

Peter in his letter (1Pet 2:4-10) highlights that a key theological insight from
him is that
% Once you were NOT a people,
but now you are God's people;
once you had NOT received mercy,
but now you have received mercy.
(bold added by Rev DJP)

We have gone from being lost, to loved, being abandoned to adopted. We are
not alone in our hardship and suffering. Therefore we have cause to HOPE and
face the hardships of life with TRUST.
